The EYFS framework is structured differently to the Primary National Curriculum as it is organised across seven areas of
learning rather than subject areas. The aim of this document is to demonstrate how the skills taught across EYFS feed
into the Primary National Curriculum subjects and our Primary Foundation Curriculum at Key Stage 1.
